EXTRA/COCURRICULAR ACTIVITIES/INTERSCHOLASTIC COMPETITION
Extracurricular activities are not part of the regular school curriculum, are not graded, do not offer credit, and do not take place during classroom time.

Cocurricular activities are programs that are associated with the curriculum in a regular classroom.

These programs are characterized by the following:

1.
The program is supervised or financed by the District.

2.
Students participating in the program represent the District.

3.
Students exercise some degree of freedom in either the selection, planning, or control of the program.

4.
The program includes both preparation for performance and performance before an audience or spectators.

A program that has as its primary goal the improvement of academic or educational achievements of students is not subject to these eligibility requirements.  (Education Code 35160.5)

The Superintendent or designee may determine that extra/cocurricular activities/interscholastic competition are offered primarily for the student’s academic or educational achievement and therefore not subject to the eligibility requirements of this policy.

Academic Eligibility Requirements
In order to encourage and promote academic excellence, students in grades 9-12 who participate in extra/cocurricular activities/interscholastic competition shall demonstrate satisfactory minimum progress in meeting the requirements for graduation by undertaking the prescribed course of study and meeting the standards of proficiency established by the District.

(cf. 6146.1 - High School Graduation Requirements)

Any student elected or appointed to a student office, or who represents his/her school in extra/cocurricular activities/interscholastic competition, shall meet all the academic eligibility requirements as follows:

1.
Maintain at least a 2.0 average on a 4.0 grading scale for the preceding grading period.  Each course in which the student is enrolled will be used in the calculations of the grade point average during the period of attendance.  All incoming freshmen shall have first quarter as a probationary period to become eligible or ineligible.

2.
Enroll and maintain passing grades in at least four subjects in each grading period of which only one subject may be physical education.

3.
Maintain minimum progress toward meeting the graduation requirements of the District, which is defined as passing a minimum of 20 credits, with a 2.0 average on a 4.0 grading scale, the previous grading period.

The grade point average used to determine eligibility shall be based on grades of the previous grading period.

The District schools will consider the following as report periods:

1.
First quarter

2.
First semester

3.
Third quarter

4.
Second semester

Citizenship Eligibility Requirements
1.
To be eligible for participation in extra/cocurricular activities/interscholastic competition, each student shall maintain a positive record of citizenship.  Students shall be ineligible for participation if they receive three or more unsatisfactory marks in citizenship during the previous grading period.

2.
The principal will have the authority to remove a student who is representing his/her school from extra/cocurricular activities/interscholastic competition if, in the principal’s judgment, the student’s behavior (prior or present) is of a nature considered not conducive to representing his/her school.  A student selected to represent the school/District must meet the school’s and the District’s expectations as a role model for others.  In order to be eligible to represent one’s school, a student must:

a.
Maintain a high regard for personal standards of courtesy, decency, clean language, appropriate dress, honesty, and wholesome relations with others.

b.
Display respect for the rights of others, conduct him or herself in a manner which reflects a consideration for the rights and privileges of others, and cooperate with all members of the school community.

c. Maintain regular and punctual school attendance.
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EXTRA/COCURRICULAR ACTIVITIES/INTERSCHOLASTIC COMPETITION
Attendance Eligibility Requirements
Students are eligible to represent the school in an afternoon or evening activity/competition only if they attend a minimum school day on the day of the activity/competition (240 minutes).

Suspended students are not eligible to represent the school while on suspension.  Eligibility returns at the start of the school day on the first day following the suspension.

Period Of Eligibility/Ineligibility
1.
The period of eligibility/ineligibility must be of the same duration (quarter, semester).

2.
The period of eligibility/ineligibility will begin on the sixth calendar week day of the grading period.

Any student who is ineligible due to any of the criteria above shall be ineligible to practice, perform, or participate in any way until the next grading period when the minimum eligibility requirements are met.  However, when students are enrolled in a class related to the cocurricular activity, they may continue to attend and participate in the regularly scheduled class.

When a student is ineligible, the principal or designee shall inform both the student and parent/guardian of this fact in writing.  The principal shall also consult with the student's teachers and suggest a program of remediation to correct the student’s grade deficiencies.

Probationary Period
Ineligible students shall be helped to regain eligibility by offering them counseling, tutoring and/or other appropriate help.  The Superintendent or designee may grant ineligible students a probationary period of not more than one semester.   Students granted probationary eligibility must meet the required standards by the end of the probationary period in order to remain eligible for participation (Education Code 35160.5).

If a student decides to apply for an extra/cocurricular academic probation, the following process shall be followed:

1.
Students may receive academic probation one time during their 9th or 10th grade school years and one time during their 11th or 12th grade school years.

2.
Students may receive Academic Probation at the Quarter or Semester grading period.

3.
A student wishing to apply for Academic Probation must have at least a 1.33 grade point average and no more than two F’s.

4.
A student wishing to use his/her Academic Probation is required to attend an Academic Intervention meeting with their parent / guardian within ten school days of the grading period.  At the Academic Intervention meeting, the student and parent enter into a contract with the coach/advisor, the Athletic or Activity Director and a Vice Principal.  Probation progress will be reviewed by the Vice Principal of Athletics and Academic Probation may be revoked if adequate progress is not being made.

Extra/cocurricular activities/interscholastic competition shall be supervised by District employees whenever they are conducted under the name of the District.

(cf. 4127/4227/4327 - Temporary Athletic Team Coaches)

Reestablishment Of Eligibility

If a student is ineligible because of not meeting any of the eligibility criteria at a grading period, he/she will be ineligible until the next grading period when the minimum eligibility requirement is met.

Supervision
1.
If a student is ineligible because of administrative action, he/she will remain ineligible until approval for reinstatement is given by the principal or designee.

2.
Advisors and/or coaches may not unilaterally reinstate eligibility to an ineligible student. Eligibility can only be reinstated through the appropriate administrative office and staff members/department involved in the case.

3.
Successful completion of summer school course(s) will count for both course and citizenship makeup credit on a one-for-one basis.  (A passing grade implies satisfactory citizenship in that course if the exact same class is taken for the failed course.)

4.
A make-up class taken during the summer with the exact title and content of a class failed in the second semester may replace that class in the GPA calculation.  Other summer classes must be calculated as an addition to the total number of classes and grade points in the second semester calculation.
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Original and initial decisions are assigned to the principal of the school.  Appeals will only be heard after the principal has made a decision.  Such appeals must follow established procedures for complaints.

· Students may have no more than 2 F’s and a minimum 1.33 GPA the grading period to apply for Academic Probation

· Potential students must meet with VP (Athletics or Activities), Director (Athletics or Activities), coach or advisor and parent

· Contract is signed indicating that

· Parent will ensure student improves grades by attending tutoring at least once per week

· Coach shall receive a weekly progress report as a form of accountability to the student

· VP may meet with probationary student mid-way through the probation period to ensure progress

· Student signs contract agreeing to grade checks, tutoring and committing to improve their grades
